Artist Application Information 

Artists for Wildlife West is a group of seven Edgewood area artists who volunteer their time and money to make stained glass mosaics for Wildlife West Nature Park.  Their biggest project to date is a 12’ long X 5’ wide mural, made of stained glass mosaic, and depicting an elk, cougar, wolf, bear, antelope and a red tailed hawk.  (See attachment.)   The mosaic was funded entirely by donations and stands at the entrance to the park.

Wildlife West Nature Park is a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit corporation.  Since 1992 the park’s staff and volunteers have dedicated time and resources to the preservation of Southwestern wildlife and habitat.  The park is a 122-acre wildlife preserve located 19 miles east of Albuquerque just off Interstate 40.    It provides habitat and care for more than forty animals, none of which can be released back into the wild. 

The Pre-Mother’s Day ArtsFaire, is a juried arts show sponsored by Artists for Wildlife West.  Scheduled for May 2-3, it is a fund raising event for Wildlife West Nature Park.   Seventy-five percent of the application fees will be donated to Wildlife West and 25% will be used for advertising. 

ArtsFaire dates and time.  

May 2nd Saturday:  Artists must be at Wildlife West Nature Park by 8:30 am.  All booths will be set up by 10:00 am.  The show closes at 5:00 pm.  Artists must stay at the show until it closes.

May 3rd Sunday:  Booths open 10:00 am.  Show closes at 4:00 pm.  Artists must stay at the show until it closes.

Please Note:  There is no early teardown on either Saturday or Sunday.  

Location and Booth Space

The ArtsFaire will be held at Wildlife West Nature Park in Edgewood.  Approximately 32 booth spaces will be available.  All spaces will be approximately 6’ wide and 8’ deep.  Booth sizes will vary somewhat; however, the rental for all spaces is $35 for both show days.  Artists cannot sign up for just one day. Exhibitors must supply their own back and sidewalls, if desired.  They must also provide their own display tables and chairs.  Only ONE artist can rent and exhibit their work in a booth. 

Overnight security will be provided by the park’s own security on Saturday night.  However, participants exhibit all work at their own risk.  Neither Artists for Wildlife West nor Wildlife West Nature Park will be responsible for damage, theft, or loss of any exhibitor’s work during the entire exhibition.

Eligibility is as follows.  Artists working in any of the listed categories are eligible.  The jury committee will review the artist’s four 4 X 6 color photographs.  Photo quality is vital to accurate evaluation of the work.  Categories are limited.  Once each category is full, a ranked wait list will be compiled and those on the wait list will be offered spaces as they become available.  Work must be original and executed by the exhibiting artist.  Either the artist or her/his representative must man the booth throughout the entire show.  No imported, kit, or commercial objects will be accepted.  No T-shirts or caps are allowed.  Any items with reproductions of the artist’s work on them must be submitted with two accompanying 4 X 6 color photographs in addition to the four photographs of other works.  Work displayed must reflect the quality of artwork depicted in the application photographs and an exhibitor may only display work in the accepted category(ies).  ArtsFaire management reserves the right to remove exhibits that have been falsely entered or that are unsuitable or objectionable.  Refunds will not be given in these cases.

Four 4X 6 color photographs must accompany applications.  CDs and slides will NOT be accepted.  The artist’s name, address, telephone number and/or email address must appear on the back of each photograph.  The category must appear on the back of each photograph.  Artists are encouraged to submit at least one photograph with the artist holding a piece of their work.  By submitting images of your work, you agree that any and all images submitted may be used for publicity purposes without compensation to the artist.  Applications must be accompanied by a self-addressed, stamped envelope.

Categories include: Jewelry, Pottery, Wood, Decorative Art, Glass, Painting, Drawing/Prints, Leather, Photography, Sculpture, and Textiles.

Parking maps will be sent to accepted entrants along with two parking tickets, which must be exhibited on driver’s side of the dashboard.  Parking will be west of the event center where the show will be held.  Artists can unload their work at the exhibition hall and then park in the lot west of the exhibit area.  

Free entry coupons for the artist and ONE other person will be handed out the morning of May 2nd.  
Exhibitors are responsible for paying their own state and local taxes.  

Pets, other than service animals, are not allowed at the ArtsFaire.

Cancellation will result in forfeiture of the entrant’s $35 booth fee.

Artist’s demonstrations are encouraged.  Faire-goers enjoy watching the creative process and the artist will gain attention.  Please check the box on the application if you plan to give demonstrations.

To encourage attendance:

*  Wildlife West Nature Park will serve free hot dogs to anyone attending the ArtFaire on Saturday May  2nd.  

*  In addition, the Park will also let people enter the park for free between 10:00 am and 12:00 noon on Sunday April 3rd.  

*  The ArtFaire is also being held in conjunction with the park’s annual Wind Festival.
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
